“Remember Me” Rose Garden—Flight 93

gust 1, 2009. Work has begun in preparation for clear-
ing the property.

September, 2004: “Soaring Spirits” named to honor the more than
2,500 people who lost their lives on September 11, 2001 as they
worked in the WTC Towers. “Soaring Spirits” is a new cream pink and
yellow striped climbing rose.

September, 2005: “We Salute You” named to honor the 125 service

members, employees, and contract workers who died at the Pentagon
on September 11, 2001. “We Salute You” is a orange/pink hybrid tea.

April, 2006: “Forty Heroes” named to honor the crew and passengers
of United Flight 93. “Forty Heroes” is a golden yellow floribunda.

April, 2007: “The Finest” named to honor the 23 NYPD officers lost in
the line of duty on September 11, 2001.“The Finest” honors the
NYPD. “The Finest” is a white hybrid tea rose.

June, 2009: “Patriot Dream” named to honor of the crew and passen-
gers of American Airlines Flight 77. “Patriot Dream” is a salmon
colored shrub rose.

June, 2010: “Survivor” named to honor those who escaped the col-
lapse of the World Trade Center and from the rubble of the Pentagon.
“Survivor” is a deep pink floribunda rose.
